previous Saturday, which 
was marked out with 60 

plots by the Banff and 
Buchan Vintage Tractor 

Club official, Chairman 

Eric Mullarkey and as-
sisted by Duncan Forbes; a 

marathon job indeed, and this is 
the ground on which this compe-

tition is taking place. 

 

The marquee also erected on 
the Friday, still there, not having 

been vacuumed into the air by 
some gale of wind. So itõs all 

systems go at 9.00am on the 
Saturday, as the eager competi-

tors arrive with their gleaming 
machines, and the Rotarians 

prepare to feed the competitors 
with locally produced ò butter-

iesó, a North East of Scotland 
òmorning roll, with butter and 

jamó. 

 

Also getting prepared by David 
Duncan,is a pair of Clydesdale 

horses with their single furrow 
plough,  with which they will be 

giving demonstrations all day, 
just as they would have done in 

the days before the mechanisa-
tion of farming took place, and 

getting ready too, are a couple 
of ploughing champions who will 

be showing off their superior 

skills alongside the horses. 

 

And so, from 10.00am until 
3.00pm, this area was a hive of 

activity, all entrants trying to get 

their drills straight, and at the 

right width,( as there appeared 
to be a profusion of measuring 

tapes everywhere ), and to show 
off their skills and their handi-

work in the pristine appearance 
of their machinery, so beauti-

fully preserved and in perfect 

working condition.! 

 

Around mid-day, it was feeding 

time for the competitors and 
helpers, so again the Rotarians 

got motivated, and provided 
stovies, oatcakes and beetroot 

in the marquee and also via the 
4 x 4 motor vehicles driving 

round the plots serving this 
popular òlunchó, eagerly con-

sumed by the then hungry com-

petitors.

volved in this project had been 
done by the Rotary Clubõs Inter-

national Chairman, Neil Gods-

Harvey Sutherland: double fur-

row lift plough; Dave Milton: 
double furrow trailing plough; 

and Neil Cameron: single furrow 

lift.

for the project. Well 
done, indeed!
